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The Bible has a lot to say about divorce in the Old Testament, in 
the New Testament it is brief, but the point is: don’t divorce until 
you’ve exhausted every other option. Have you or someone you 
know ever been to the point of almost getting divorced, but God 
miraculous brought it back together? If so, what did God do?

How can a spouse who is a believer show the love of Christ to their 
spouse who does not go to Church with them or follow Christ?
